Position and push pan into Uni-Orbital® connector using the
marked centre line on the wall as a guide and level pan into
bedding mixture, so that the back of the foot of the pan is
approximately 10mm above the finished floor as detailed in
Fig. 4. It is recommended that wedges are used to support
the foot of the pan during the positioning.
